PARTICIPATION OF HOME EDUCATION AND PRIVATE SCHOOL
STUDENTS IN EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITIES 4.72

l. A home education student currently enrolled in a home education program
registered with the School District, as well as a student entering grades nine (9)
through twelve (12) in a public school from a home education program, is eligible
to participate in_extracurricular _activities, provided he/she is zoned for the
physical address at which the student resides and meets all Florida Statutes,
requirements and rules established by the School Board, and Florida High
School Athletic Association (FHSAA) and Florida School Music Association

bylaws.

I. A private school student is eligible to participate in _an interscholastic or
intrascholastic sport at a public high school, a public middle school or a six (6)
through twelve (12) public school that is zoned for the physical address at which
the student resides provided the student meets all Florida Statutes, requirements
and rules established by the School Board, and FHSAA bylaws.
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
