If funded, the City of Sarasota will receive $95,300 to install new and improved infrastructure along streets 
su rrounding Alta Vista, and off school property, so that it is safer for students to walk or bil(e to school. $24\650 will 
be used by the school for education, encouragement and enforcement activities, including a Bike Rally, Walk to School 
Days, curricular and educational materials, flyers, and a Walking Buddies program.
