CHAPTER 8.00 - AUXILIARY SERVICES

SUMMER NUTRITION PROGRAM 8.44+

The District shall develop a plan to sponsor a summer nutrition program. One (1)
site shall be within five (5) miles of an elementary school at which fifty percent
(50%) of the students qualify for free or reduced price school meals and shall
operate for thirty-five (35) consecutive days. The remaining sites shall be within
ten (10) miles of each elementary school at which fifty percent (50%) of the
students qualify for free or reduced price school meals. The Superintendent may
collaborate with governmental agencies and not-for-profit entities in implementing
this plan.

The School Board may seek an exemption from sponsoring a summer nutrition
program as provided by law. Annually the School Board shall reconsider the
decision to be exempt from providing a summer nutrition program. The School
Board shall notify the c€ommissioner ef=Edueatien within ten (10) days of the
decision to continue the exemption.
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
