Preliminary Student Enrollment Forecast

Executive Summary

The attached preliminary student enrollment forecast has been based upon the
first twenty day count on September 20, 2010. This forecast will be updated for the actual
October student FTE reported to the state and the actual enrollment for October. The
forecast for the five year period of 2011-2012 through 2015-2016 has no student growth
forecasted. The reasons for this is that Sarasota County as of July had an 11.8%
unemployment rate along with a high real estate foreclosure market. The preliminary
figures indicate the student decline from last year will be 298 students and over the five
years a student decline of 620 students. These projections will be reviewed with the
Principals and the appropriate Executive Directors for changes before submitting the state
student FTE projection for 2011-2012. The graph below displays our student enrollment
for the period 1994-1995 through the projection of 2015-2016,
